Brief Background: IRADA project has been signed between MOSD & Italian cooperation on 01/10/2017-30/09/2018 , An advisory committee for the project was set up by Ministry of Social Development and Ministry of Finance and Italian Cooperation to follow up the implementation of the project plan as planned, Coordination and communication between the bodies involved in the implementation of the project, The budget of the project in MOSD is 750,000 Euro for the first year, Project activities were not implemented at the beginning of signing the agreement for reasons of delayed payments until February 2018, so  the project activities  implementation was started on 01/03/2018.

A.4 Support the activities of MOSD for protection assistance and shelter of women and children victims of violence and for economic empowerment.
4.1 Support to mehwar centre and 4.4 support to the anti-violence counseling services in Yatta, Doura and Jenin.
		These activities will be undertaken during the second year of the work Plan 
		of IRADA project.

4.2 Support to the anti-violence center in Nablus and 4.3 support to the emergency centre in Jericho
· On 19/4/2018 a meeting was held with the Ministry of Finance to set up a mechanism for disbursement of payments to the centers and provide us with lists of items that the centers must provide until the first payment procedures are initiated.
· Communicate with the protection centers in Nablus and Jericho to send the requirements in accordance with Resolution 66 of the transfer of support  from the project account at the Ministry of Finance to the account of protection centers.
· The Accountant General in the Ministry of Finance will be contacted during the second week of May by the Deputy Director General of Finance affairs at the Ministry of Social Development to carry out the necessary procedures for the disbursement of the first financial payment to the centers.

4.5 Workshops on the revision of the anti-violence services in order to unify procedures and methods of Intervention.
	The coordination and implementation of the meetings will be initiated during the third quarter after the transfer of the first payment of the protection centers in Nablus and Jericho  and after the coordinator is being recruited.

4.6 Support to the directorates of Social Development of the MOSD.
· With regard to the purchase of cars, the Ministry of Finance has been coordinated by MOSD to start the work necessary to purchase according to the Palestinian financial system, is expected to be provided the cars until the end of June.
· With regards to social workers for GBV , employment of 3 social workers starting from 1/4/2018 in Jenin, Hebron and Ramallah, and during the second week of May will be announced the posts of 3 other social workers in Bethlehem, Jericho and Nablus.
· For computers and scanners, The Ministry of Finance has been approached through the Ministry of Social Development to work to provide the equipments and is expected to be provided by the end of May.
· Coordination  with the directorates has been implemented to identify the needs, and prepare a list of these needs, and develop a vision for the private rooms, then starting the necessary procedures, and expected to be coordination with Ministry of Finance to provide these needs on the end of May.

4.7 Women's Economic Empowerment.
· For Grants, the work is still based on defining the system for all economic empowerment projects in MOSD through the Fundraising and projects Unit and the concerned parties through coordination with the cabinet when this system is properly distributed to us, we will contacts with the directorates to start the implementation of these projects with the target groups.
· For the purchasing of the van for Mehwar Center, the issue is in the procedures with the Ministry of Finance according to the Palestinian financial system, we are expecting to receive the van by the end of June.
